Maybe if we look at the roots of the American Civil Liberties Union (ACLU) we may understand the why.  The founder and director of the UCLU was Roger Nash Baldwin (1884-1981).  Baldwyn was a graduate of Harvard University in 1904. He was an instructor in sociology, Washington University, St. Louis, Missouri.  In 1918 he spent a year in prison for being a conscientious objector (WW 1).  

Because of his interest in civil liberties, he took a trip to the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics (USSR) and Italy in 1927.  He was an admirer of Prince Pyotr Alekseyevich Kropotkin a Russian anarchist.  He published a collection of the Prince’s revolutionary pamphlets.  The central theme of Prince Kropotkin (1842-1921) writings was the abolition of all forms of government.  He favored a communistic society.

So we see some of the roots of the ACLU. Thus, we need not wonder about the why of the UCLU, they are only playing out their founder’s philosophy.  It is good to understand where people and organizations are coming from.  We do not have to wonder why the UCLU acts the way they do anymore!
