APPEASEMENT
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Do you get the idea that appeasement is becoming a natural instinct in just about all realms?  We live in a politically correct time.  Our thought process is, do not hurt or offend anyone, no matter how wrong they may be.  Because of differences in worldwide governments, national policies and customs, international societies may not agree with each other.  However, we still can live in peace with each other as long as there is civil conduct between people and nations.  In the USA, some think that if our government spends more money or literally supports folks here or abroad, they will like America better.  Don’t work that way, does it?  

We must not become a nation and people of appeasement. Webster, in part defines appeasement as, “the policy of giving in to the demands of a hostile or dangerous power in an attempt to prevent trouble”.  World history has proven that appeasing, giving in to evil-minded peoples/dictators/governments will not work, period. Radical orthodox Islam is an enemy of the free world. We cannot appease this evil and violent movement.  Mark that down, friends.

When we accept appeasement as a cure for the “demands of a hostile or dangerous power” we also accept indifference toward evil.  We remember in 2004 Senator Kerry said, “"We have to get back to the place we were, where terrorists are not the focus of our lives but they're a nuisance." “Be ye therefore followers of God, as dear children; And walk in love, as Christ also hath loved us, and hath given himself for us an offering and a sacrifice to God for a sweetsmelling savour.  But fornication, and all uncleanness, or covetousness, let it not be once named among you, as becometh saints; Neither filthiness, nor foolish talking, nor jesting, which are not convenient: but rather giving of thanks.  For this ye know, that no whoremonger, nor unclean person, nor covetous man, who is an idolater, hath any inheritance in the kingdom of Christ and of God. Let no man deceive you with vain words: for because of these things cometh the wrath of God upon the children of disobedience. are made manifest by the light: for whatsoever doth make manifest is light.  Wherefore he saith, Awake thou that sleepest, and arise from the dead, and Christ shall give thee light.  See then that ye walk circumspectly, not as fools, but as wise,  Redeeming the time, because the days are evil.” (Ephesians 5:1-16 KJV)
  Be not ye therefore partakers with them.  For ye were sometimes darkness, but now are ye light in the Lord: walk as children of light:  (For the fruit of the Spirit is in all goodness and righteousness and truth;) Proving what is acceptable unto the Lord.  And have no fellowship with the unfruitful works of darkness, but rather reprove them.  For it is a shame even to speak of those things which are done of them in secret.  But all things that are reproved
TRUTH COUPLED WITH BOLDNESS IS NEEDED

Evil must be recognized and defeated without compromise or appeasement.

“In those days came John the Baptist, preaching in the wilderness of Judaea, And saying, Repent ye: for the kingdom of heaven is at hand.  For this is he that was spoken of by the prophet Esaias, saying, The voice of one crying in the wilderness, Prepare ye the way of the Lord, make his paths straight.  And the same John had his raiment of camel's hair, and a leathern girdle about his loins; and his meat was locusts and wild honey.  Then went out to him Jerusalem, and all Judaea, and all the region round about Jordan, And were baptized of him in Jordan, confessing their sins.  But when he saw many of the Pharisees and Sadducees come to his baptism, he said unto them, O generation of vipers, who hath warned you to flee from the wrath to come?  Bring forth therefore fruits meet for repentance:” (Matthew 3:1-8 KJV)

“O generation of vipers, how can ye, being evil, speak good things? for out of the abundance of the heart the mouth speaketh.  A good man out of the good treasure of the heart bringeth forth good things: and an evil man out of the evil treasure bringeth forth evil things.  But I say unto you, That every idle word that men shall speak, they shall give account thereof in the day of judgment.  For by thy words thou shalt be justified, and by thy words thou shalt be condemned.” (Matthew 12:34-37 KJV)

“Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by me.  If ye had known me, ye should have known my Father also: and from henceforth ye know him, and have seen him.” (John 14:6-7 KJV)
