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With the universality of traditions, beliefs concerning the creation, a worldwide flood, etc. we must conclude that these events are part of our ancient history. The worldwide flood is found in a variety of historical documents, tablets, “The Babylonian epic of Gilgamesh is based on this story, but is much more fully developed.” (Halley’s Bible Handbook, H.H. Halley, page 80)

According to James Ussher (1581-1656) the flood occurred 2349 B.C., Tower of Babel, 2242 B.C. (Reference “The Annals of the World”, James Ussher, this very old work now printed in English for the first time. “The Annals of the World” was originally published in Latin in the 1650’s.)

Now let us turn to another aspect of beginnings, the religion of man.  “History teaches us that the earliest forms of heathen religions were purer than the later forms.  No nation or tribe has been found which did not believe in a Supreme Being…” (Why I Believe the Bible, George W. Dehoff, page 42).  Said in another way, the further you go back in tracing the religion of man. His knowledge of God becomes purer.  Professor Max Muller said, “Whenever we can trace back a religion to its first beginnings we find it free from many of the blemishes that offend us in its later phases.” (Chips from a German Workshop, Vol. 1, p.23) (Gleamed from George W. Dehoff work above, page 43)  

We believe the reason for similar creation, flood stores, is because God after confounded their language from “one language, and one speech.” (Genesis 11:1) “So the Lord scattered them abroad from thence upon the face of all the earth;” (Genesis 11:8) With this scattering, mankind had knowledge of the beginnings, the one and only Supreme Being, creation, the fall of man, and the flood.  Man brought his history to his new geographical location, a new language and a new culture.  His history is remembered and placed in historical records, legends, etc. for us today. Although the writing of these records, events become polluted in the passing of time, they still remain evidence of his past.   I cannot think of another explanation!
