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Maybe we all started to become more aware of the term Black Theology through the hateful ranting of Jeremiah Wright.  If you go to your computer search engine and type in Black Theology you will find ample material on this religious movement.  Black Theology fits the definition of a cult.  Webster defines cult in part as: a devoted attachment to, or extravagant admiration for, a person, principle, etc. From the On Line Free Dictionary, cult is defined in part as:  a religion or religious sect generally considered to be extremist or false, with its followers often living in an unconventional manner under the guidance of an authoritarian, charismatic leader.  With Black Theology we started to ponder and remember the Black Muslim cult.

Mr. James Cone is a major proponent of Black Theology and Black Liberation Theology. It seems that Jeremiah Wright looks to Mr. Cone as a mentor.  Notice below two notable quotes from Mr. Cone describing this radical theology: 
"Black theology refuses to accept a God who is not identified totally with the goals of the black community. If God is not for us and against white people, then he is a murderer, and we had better kill him. The task of black theology is to kill Gods who do not belong to the black community ... Black theology will accept only the love of God which participates in the destruction of the white enemy. What we need is the divine love as expressed in Black Power, which is the power of black people to destroy their oppressors here and now by any means at their disposal. Unless God is participating in this holy activity, we must reject his love." - "Divine Racism: The Unacknowledged Threshold Issue for Black Theology", in African-American Religious Thought: An Anthology, by William R Jones, ed Cornel West and Eddie Glaube (Westminster John Knox Press).
 “A moral or theological appeal based on a white definition of morality or theology will serve as a detriment to our attainment of black freedom. The only option we blacks have is to fight in every way possible, so that we can create a definition of freedom based on our own history and culture. We must not expect white people to give us freedom. Freedom is not a gift, but a responsibility, and thus must be taken against the will of those who hold us in bondage.” (Reference “Theology and Black Power” by James Cone)

As one studies Black Theology and Black Liberation Theology, you will find that they teach parallel doctrines of the Black Muslim cult.  Mr. James Cone is also fond of the writings of Malcolm X, the murdered charismatic leader and minister of the Black Muslim movement.
Our God is not a God of racism! Our Lord died for all mankind (John 3:16).  How can some hate so when our Lord teaches us to love, “He that loveth his brother abideth in the light, and there is none occasion of stumbling in him...” (1 John2:10) Unless I counted wrong the First Epistle of John uses the word love some thirty three times, more than any other New Testament book.  Why would some rather walk in darkness and hate so? “I am the light of the world: he that followeth me shall not walk in darkness, but shall have the light of life.”   (John 8:12) “Beloved, believe not every spirit, but try the spirits whether they are of God; because many false prophets are gone out into the world.” (1 John 4:1)  “He that loveth not knoweth not God; for God is love.” (1 John 4:8)
