BLAME YOUR FATHER AND HIS FATHER AND ET CETERA

(Core of Black Liberation Theology)

I am responsible for my behavior, be it good or bad.  I cannot blame my poor judgment and, yes, my sin on my father who has been dead since 1969.  The Word of God, the Bible, clearly affirms that the son shall not bear the sin of his father.  God’s way is just and fair.  Further, it makes sense.  How can one blame his father for what he has done?  

“Yet say ye, Why? doth not the son bear the iniquity of the father? When the son hath done that which is lawful and right, and hath kept all my statutes, and hath done them, he shall surely live. The soul that sinneth, it shall die. The son shall not bear the iniquity of the father, neither shall the father bear the iniquity of the son: the righteousness of the righteous shall be upon him, and the wickedness of the wicked shall be upon him.” (Ezekiel 18:19-20 KJV)

Moreover, a sinful person can repent of his evil nature.  This too is just and right.   “But if the wicked will turn from all his sins that he hath committed, and keep all my statutes, and do that which is lawful and right, he shall surely live, he shall not die. All his transgressions that he hath committed, they shall not be mentioned unto him: in his righteousness that he hath done he shall live. Have I any pleasure at all that the wicked should die? saith the Lord GOD: and not that he should return from his ways, and live?” (Ezekiel 18:21-23 KJV)  

Following the same line of thought, a righteous person can, by his own volition, turn unto a vile sinner and lose his soul.  ”But when the righteous turneth away from his righteousness, and committeth iniquity, and doeth according to all the abominations that the wicked man doeth, shall he live? All his righteousness that he hath done shall not be mentioned: in his trespass that he hath trespassed, and in his sin that he hath sinned, in them shall he die.” (Ezekiel 18:24 KJV)

DO WE INHERIT SIN FROM PAST GENERATIONS?

The Word of God is inspired and is our standard. Using the scriptures as our guide, let us briefly study a present false theology. There is currently a drive to redistribute individual wealth.  The idea is that in past generations people have been wronged and denied equality.  With this thought prevailing even into high places, the proposal is to take your personal assets from you and from me and distribute them to those who have less.  This is all based on the assumption that past generations sinned, and now we must make it right to this living generation and as an entitlement.  If our government extracts from me money/assets that I have earned and gives to someone else, is this not stealing from me? We can further observe that if this mind-set is implemented, we have descended into socialism. Marxism is contrary to our founder’s concept of the American way. If not stopped, where does this false thinking end?  Friends, although we don't inherit sin from our father, we all reap the bitter fruit of the consequences of sin. BLACK LIBERATION THEOLOGY AND SHARING THE WEALTH PHILOSOPHY

One influencing and misleading teacher who advocates this philosophy is James Hal Cone.  Note a few quotations that will enlighten us on this erroneous, deceiving and devious teaching:

Cone defines it as "complete emancipation of black people from white oppression by whatever means black people deem necessary." For Cone, the deeply racist structure of American society leaves blacks with no alternative but radical transformation or social withdrawal. So-called Christianity, as commonly practiced in the United States, is actually the racist Antichrist. "Theologically," Cone affirms, "Malcolm X was not far wrong when he called the white man 'the devil.'" The false Christianity of the white-devil oppressor must be replaced by an authentic Christianity fully identified with the poor and oppressed. (Kurtz, Stanley (05/19/2008). National Review) 

"Any message that is not related to the liberation of the poor in a society is not Christ's message. Any theology that is indifferent to the theme of liberation is not Christian theology. Liberation theology became and remains, a powerful philosophy and movement throughout the world. (Bill Moyers Journal, Nov 23, 2007)

Cone's groundbreaking 1969 book Black Theology and Black Power announced: "The time has come for white America to be silent and listen to black people. . . . All white men are responsible for white oppression. . . . Theologically, Malcolm X was not far wrong when he called the white man 'the devil.'. . . Any advice from whites to blacks on how to deal with white oppression is automatically under suspicion as a clever device to further enslavement." GOD GIVEN JUSTICE AND STANDARDS OF RIGHTNESS WILL PREVAIL

”and they were judged every man according to their works.” (Revelation 20:13 KJV)

 “Let us hear the conclusion of the whole matter: Fear God, and keep his commandments: for this is the whole duty of man.  For God shall bring every work into judgment, with every secret thing, whether it be good, or whether it be evil.” (Ecclesiastes 12:13-14)
