CAN BIBLE DOCTRINE BE CHANGED TO AN OPINION?
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I believe the Bible is the inspired Word of God (2 Timothy 3:16).  This belief is based on internal and external evidence of the Word of God and my faith in God Almighty.  Some do not accept doctrine contained in the Bible because they have a different opinion as to the teaching of the Bible.  Now there is the rub!

We need to ask ourselves the question:  How much faith do I have?  For the true believer, one that accepts the Word by faith (Rom 10:17) there is no debate on the doctrine, teaching of the Bible.  God said it…. and I do not have the prerogative to change it!

The Bible teaches that baptism is for the remission of sins (Acts 2:38, Mark 16:16).  I do not have the authority to change this doctrine.

The Bible teaches that there is one body and that body is the church (Ephesians 1:22-23).  I do not have the authority to change this doctrine.

The Bible teaches that God created all things (Genesis 1, 2).  God created man and woman and all living creatures in seven days (Genesis 2:2) and I do not have the authority to change that.  

Jesus taught the historicity of creation (Matthew 19:4) “in beginning God made male and female”.  Jesus taught that the cosmos had a beginning (Matthew 24:21) “since beginning of world to this time”.  Because of this affirmation we do not have the prerogative to change what the Bible teaches.

The Bible teaches that there is a heaven and a hell.  As human beings we have a hard time understanding, comprehending heaven and hell as well as many other Bible subjects.  By faith we accept what the Word of God teaches on these subjects.  “The secret things belong unto the Lord our God: but those things which are revealed belong unto us…” (Deuteronomy 29:29)

To disregard or change Bible doctrine to suit our own erroneous opinions is a heretical attitude.

“Now, I beseech you, brethren, by the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that ye all speak the same thing, and that there be no divisions among you…”(1 Corinthians 1:10)
