CAN WE BLUSH?
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“O my God, I am ashamed and blush to lift up my face to thee, my God: for our iniquities are increased over our head, and our trespass is grown up unto the heavens.” (Ezra 9:6 KJV)

Webster defines blush in part: “to become red in the face from shame, embarrassment.”  It is very good to be able to blush.  Sadly, many cannot blush because of their lack of shame or embarrassment.  The hardened person does not feel shame or embarrassment.  We remember the time passed with a redden face we would ask the Medical Doctor or pharmacist about a personal question or professional advice. “Were they ashamed when they had committed abomination? nay they were not at all ashamed, neither could they blush; therefore they shall fall among them that fall: at the time that I visit them they shall be cast down, saith the Lord.” (Jeremiah 6:15 KJV)

To sense embarrassment and to recognize, acknowledge shame is a trait worthy of a God fearing person.  Stay close to God, do His will and occasions to blush will be reduced greatly, and that is good also.
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
