CAUTION
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We continue to pray for peace, that men of good-will shall prevail over evil.  As I pondered the thought of peace and good-will, the theme caution and prudent seems wise.  We live in a troubled and sin sick world.  There are enemies within and without.  Many would desire to kill us because we believe in Jesus Christ and who we are.  There are also some that seek to make our Nation a secular society thus voiding many of our traditional Judaic/Christian moral standards. Therefore, be cautious of those that have an agenda, a bias against those things that have in years past been classified as normal, traditional and right social conduct. Beware of those that call "evil good, and good evil". (See Isaiah 5:20)  Friends, be strong, be cautious, be prudent.

“See then that ye walk circumspectly (carefully), not as fools, but as wise, Redeeming the time because the days are evil. Wherefore be ye not unwise, but understanding what the will of the Lord is.” (Ephesians 5:15-17)

It pays to be cautious; prudent in this “anything goes generation”.  Because:  “…. evil men and impostors shall wax worse and worst, deceiving and being deceived.” (2 Timothy 3:13)

“The cautious seldom err.” (Confucius)

“The heart of the prudent getteth knowledge; and the ear of the wise seeketh knowledge.” (Proverbs 18:15)

“The wisdom of the prudent is to understand his way: but the folly of fools is deceit.” (Proverbs 14:8) 

“The scars of others should teach us caution.” (Jerome, 374-419 AD)

Caution is greatly needed.  Christians are always an open target because we have a tendency to think the best about people. Our Lord teaches us to be cautious, “Behold, I send you forth as sheep in the midst of wolves: be ye therefore wise as serpents, and harmless as doves.” (Matthew 10:16)
