One issue I wrote about some time ago was “Women In Combat”.  I feel strongly about this issue, because it is a great problem many Americans are unaware of.  To set the stage for this essay, “Changing Ethics and Morals”, I will furnish the following extraction from Time Magazine, March 8, 2010, page 60, an essay by Nancy Gibbs.  Nancy Gibbs article starts with the caption, “The War Within. For too many American women in uniform, the danger also comes from their male comrades.”  The following few paragraphs will give us the background and thrust Nancy Gibbs essay.
“What does it tell us that female soldiers deployed overseas stop drinking water after 7 p.m. to reduce the odds of being raped if they have to use the bathroom at night? Or that a soldier who was assaulted when she went out for a cigarette was afraid to report it for fear she would be demoted—for having gone out without her weapon? Or that, as Representative Jane Harman puts it, “a female soldier in Iraq is more likely to be raped by a fellow soldier than killed by enemy fire.”

“The fight over ‘Don’t ask, don’t tell’ made headlines this winter as an issue of justice and history and the social evolution of our military institutions. We’ve heard much less about another set of hearings in the House Armed Services Committee.”

“Maybe that’s because too many commanders still don’t ask, and too many victims still won’t tell, about the levels of violence endured by women in uniform.”

“According to a report by the Defense Task Force on Sexual Assault in the Military Service, the progress made so far remains ‘evident, but uneven.’ The failure to provide a basic guarantee of safety to women, who now represent 15% of the armed forces, is not just a moral issue, or a morale issue. What does it say if the military can’t or won’t protect the people we ask to protect us?”

I cannot express myself concerning my anger over women in combat zones, fighting as if they were men.  Yes, this too is the changing of American’s view of ethics and morals.  And it stinks!  There is a lack of common sense within a leadership both in the military and our government.  What nonsense to put our daughters and even wives who have that left their children at home to fight.  We need to return to a past and firmer mindset that works.  These current social experiments must cease. If we need to return to a draft, conscription of our men, then so be it.  Do we have leaders that have the grit to act and set the clock back?
