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Where people are born and raised decides to a great extent how they think and act.  Webster defines this type of inbred culture in part as: “the training and refining of the mind, emotions, manners, taste, etc. the result of this; refinement of thought, emotion, manners, taste, etc. the concepts, habits, skills, arts, instruments, institutions, etc. of a given people in a given period; civilization.”  As an example when Dorothy’s tornado spinning house crashed onto the Wicked Witch of the West and found herself in the Land of Oz, she exclaimed, she knew she was not in Kansas any longer. When I arrived in Japan as a young soldier, in a flash, I too realized I wasn’t in the USA any longer.  My sense of awareness, sight, smell, observations, all cried out that this land is very different from the culture I was use to.

In lands beyond the sea; language, beliefs, religions, emotions, manners, taste, clothing, concepts, habits; customs are homed to their own culture, their own ways.  At one time after the universal flood (Genesis 7) concepts, customs and language were one. “And the Lord said, Behold, the people is one, and they have one language…”  With the building of the Tower of Babel man sinned in the sight of God, therefore, Almighty God confounded the tongues of men and the “Lord scatter them abroad upon the face of all the earth.” (Genesis 11:1-9)
With the scattering of man, he developed an array of cultures, and yes religions, “God made man upright but they have sought out many inventions.” (Ecclesiastes 7:29) A study of ancient history proves that there is a “cultural source” and a beginning place to man’s religious belief system.  “Dr. Hopkins quotes from R. H. Nassau, “All religions had but one source and that a pure one. From it have grown perversions varying in their proportions of truth and error.” (Fetishism in West Africa, pg.23) “Sir Flinders Petrie said that the Original religion of Egypt was Monotheistic…Sayce announced (1898) that he had discovered, on three separate tablets in the British Museum, of the time of Hammurabi, the words “Jahwe (Jehovah) is God.”…”Leading anthropologists have recently announced that among all primitive races there was a belief in One Supreme God.” (Extracted from page 62, Archaeological Note: Original Monotheism, Halley’s Bible Handbook, 24th Edition, 1965)”  “…the history of manners and civilization is a story of degeneration…” (Pg.17 William Ramsey, Cities of St. Paul) (Extracted from “Why We Believe the Bible”, Chapter 4, The Origin of Religion by George W. Dehoff)  
“Of a truth I perceive that God is no respecter of persons: but in every nation he that feareth him, and worketh righteousness, is accepted with him.” (Acts 10:34-35)  With this great true affirmation, we are commanded to “Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I have commanded you: and, lo, I am with you always, even unto the end of the world. Amen.” (Matthew 28:18-20)
Christianity does not interfere with peoples overall cultural customs, their food, clothing, language, etc.  All nations can obey, worship and serve the true God without changing their culture as long as that way of life “feareth him, and worketh righteousness”.  The Bible, the Word of God will furnish obedient man, that whole, all his needs, peacefulness, thankfulness to our Creator, God Almighty
