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We are constantly reminded on almost a daily basis the deaths of our Armed Forces personnel serving in the Middle East.  I wonder why we are not kept abreast of the many more violent deaths here in the USA.  Let’s look at some statistics on deaths that are completely or greatly overlooked:

· In the USA, year 2006, there were 42,642 traffic related deaths. 

· Of the 42,642 deaths 17,602 were alcohol-related traffic crashes.
· In the USA, year 2004, there were 16,137 homicides.
· In the USA, year 1990, 800 women were killed by their husbands.

· In the USA, year 1990, 400 women were killed by their boyfriends.

· In the USA, years 1973-1998 over 35 million babies were killed by abortions.
· NOTE:  In comparison:  Korean War, 1950-1953…54,246 killed.

· NOTE:  In comparison:  Vietnam War, 1959-1975…58,655 killed
NOTE:  Statistics can be found by going to your computer search engine.  By searching deaths, homicides, traffic deaths and such like you will be able to obtain these statistics.  It is difficult to find one site that gives all like deaths as noted above.  Also note that the statistics change from time to time and some may be contradictory and not very current. Concerning DUI traffic accidents MADD (Mothers against Drunk Drivers) is most helpful. 
As a retired soldier and citizen I lament at the lost of each and every one of our brave service personnel.  I also grieve at the tragic deaths of all that were killed via homicides and traffic accidents.  I weep at the great loss of the most innocent of us humans, babies.

We should be outraged at our home land violence, killing and the like.  Why is there not a greater emphasis placed on making the USA home land safer?  Gang warfare, brutal violent killers, drunk drivers and overall lawlessness must also be given priority.  Home Land Security should be a top priority along with our overall National Security, thus truly protecting the law-abiding citizenship of this nation, the USA.

We must die physically in order to live in eternity.  “…the gift of God is eternal life…” (Romans 6:23) “Now this I say, brethren, that flesh and blood cannot inherit the kingdom of God; neither doth corruption inherit incorruption.” (1 Corinthians 15:50)  “O death, where is thy sting?
