ESSENTIAL HUMAN FREEDOMS

The world was in a chaotic state when our President Franklin D. Roosevelt addressed Congress January 6, 1941.  Much of Europe was under the control of Nazi Germany. Japan was brutality tyrannizing the Pacific.  Our friends in England were fighting to survive and we here in the USA were only months away from our own entrance into World War 2. 

President Roosevelt recognized the time was “unprecedented because at no previous time has American security been as seriously threatened from without as it is today.” Roosevelt weaved into his address, history of past wars and turmoil, lack of peace over the globe. Roosevelt introduced that all people, nations needed principles of security, “a world founded upon four essential human freedoms.” These four human freedoms presented by our President were: “The first is freedom of speech and expression…. Our support goes to those who struggle to gain those rights or keep them.  Our strength is our unity and purpose.” (Extracted from Roosevelt’s address to Congress January 6, 1941)

With our present World War on Terrorism, the enemy is clearly recognized as radical militant Islam. World wide “human freedoms” are in jeopardy.  These terrorists are completely void of any human emotions. They can kill; murder the most innocent of people with such delight, hate and barbarianism in order to serve their false god.
