“The Earth looks so perfect. There are no strings to hold it up, no fulcrum upon which it rests.

“You think of the infinity of space and the infinity of time. You feel a little selfish. You feel like you are looking back at Earth as God must be looking now and as He must have when He created it.

“I didn’t feel closer, Cernan said. “I didn’t see God.

“But I am convinced of God by the order out in space. I know it didn’t happen by accident.”
