FACTORS THAT SAVE US

THINGS THAT SAVE

(# 1)

There are many things that enter into our salvation from sin. We cannot single out any one of them as being the only thing that saves us.  We must take the sum of truth to arrive at the complete truth.  “How precious also are thy thoughts unto me, Oh God! How great is the sum of them!” (Psalms 139:17)

THINGS THAT SAVE

(# 2)

THE WORD OF GOD SAVES:  “….receive with meekness the engrafted word, which is able to save your soul.” (James 1:21)  “And now I commend you to God, and to the word of his grace, which is able to build you up, and to give you the inheritance among all them that are sanctified.” (Acts 20:32)

# 3

THE GOSPEL SAVES: “I am not ashamed of the gospel: for it is the power of God unto salvation to every one that believeth; to the Jew first, and also for the Greek.” (Romans 1:16) “Moreover, I declare unto you the gospel…by which also ye are saved…” (I Corinthians15:1-2) “Gospel: In the New Testament it denotes the good tidings of the Kingdom of God and of salvation through Christ…” (Vine’s Expository Dictionary of New Testament Words)

THINGS THAT SAVE

# 4

GRACE SAVES:  “For by grace are you saved through faith, and that not of yourselves, it is the gift of God…” Eph.2: 8.  This simply says we are saved by grace, grace is unmerited favor. This would not make salvation without conditions but would show that conditions would not merit the salvation received.

# 5

MERCY SAVES:  “Not by works or righteousness which we have done but according to His mercy hath He saved us, by the washing of regeneration and the renewing of the Holy Spirit.” (Titus 3:5)

# 6

CHRIST’S BLOOD SAVES:  “…how much more shall the blood of Christ…purge your conscience from dead works to serve the living God.” (Heb.9:14) “Without the shedding of blood there is no remission.” (Heb.9:22)  That is, through the shedding of Christ’s blood we have remission of sin. Question: Where do we contact the blood of Jesus?

# 7

CHRIST’S LIFE SAVES:  “For is when we were enemies; we were reconciled to God by the death of his Son, much more, being reconciled, we shall be saved by his life.” (Rom. 5:10)

# 8

HEEDING THE DOCTRINE:  “Take heed unto thyself and to the doctrine; continue in them: for in doing this thou shalt both save thyself and them that hear thee.” (1 Tim. 4:6)

# 9

FAITH SAVES:  “Without faith it is impossible to please Him for they that come to God must believe that He is and that He is the rewarder of them that diligently seek Him.” (Heb. 11:6)

“Sirs what must I do to be saved? And they said, Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ and thou shalt be saved and thy house.” (Acts 16:30-31)

# 10

REPENTANCE SAVES:  “I tell you nay: but except ye repent, ye shall all likewise perish.” (Luke 13:3, 5)

“At the times of this ignorance God winked at but now commandeth all men every where to repent.” (Acts 17:30)

# 11

CONFESSION OF FAITH SAVES:  “With the heart man believeth unto righteousness and with the mouth confession is made unto salvation” 

(Rom. 10:10)  “Whosoever therefore shall confess me before men, him will I also confess before my Father which is in heaven.” (Mt. 10:32)

THINGS THAT SAVE

# 12

BAPTISM SAVES:  “The like figure whereunto even baptism doth also now save us, (not the putting away the filth of the flesh but the answer of a good conscience toward God), by the resurrection of Jesus Christ.” (1 Peter 3:21)

This did not say baptism is a figure but the saving of Noah and his family is a figure or type of our salvation. This simply says, “baptism saves us.” Baptism washes away sins through the merits of the blood of Christ. See Mk. 16:16, Acts 2:38, 22:16.

# 13

WORKS SAVE:  “Ye see then how that by works a man is justified and not be faith only…For as the body without the spirit is dead even so faith without works is dead.” (James 2:24, 26)

# 14

OBEDIENCE SAVES:  “Though He were a Son yet learned He obedience through the things which he suffered and being made perfect he became the author of eternal salvation unto all them that obey Him.” (Heb. 5:8, 9)

HOPE SAVES:  “For we are saved by hope: but hope that is seen is not hope.” (Rom. 8:24)
