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I have noticed over the years the coming and going of fads, a passing fashion or a current craze.  Lately, I have observed young folks wearing summer clothing in the winter.  It is freezing outside and I see these young kids in T-shirts, light clothing, and they say they are not cold. Are they sure about that?  I like baseball type caps; they keep the sun and glare out of your eyes.  Now we see some wearing the baseball caps backwards or slanted and cocked to one side.  Could it be more comfortable to wear it that way?  Have you noticed those pants that are falling off a one's backside?  Observe that the wearer of these pants must hold on to the trousers as they slip downward. Maybe they desire some modesty! This style of trousers must be really comfortable!  How about tattoos and the body piercing? Have you noticed some male models and actors that always seem to have a week growth of beard, whiskers or fuzz as the case may be?  Gillett and Schick still make razors, don’t they?

The source of these fads may spring from possible cultural thoughts, gang and band related or just youthful experimentation, etc. The possibility of rebellion or even a lawlessness element may enter a faddish disposition. We understand that many fads are harmless and are just crazy short-lived trends. We must understand that many fads are detrimental to a Christians influence because of the possibility of the fads intrinsic immodesty and lack of orderly conduct. As a matter of additional personal observation, I think that the prosperity levels in societies bring on these fads.  During hard economical or poorer harsher times, fad trends are greatly reduced. 

Since there is a built-in danger attached to some fads, Christians must be on guard.  Christians are admonished, commanded to be modest.  In 1 Timothy 2:9 Christian women are told, “... adorn themselves in modest apparel, with shamefacedness and sobriety: not with broided hair, or gold, or pearls, or costly array.”  In the New Testament the word modest is also translated orderly. “…In 1 Timothy 3:2 (Revised Version: orderly; American Version: of good behavior) of one of the qualifications essential for a bishop or overseer. The well-ordering is not of dress and demeanor only, but of inner life, uttering indeed and expressing itself in the outward conversation.”  (Reference: Vines Expository Dictionary of New Testament Words)  Literally from the Greek Dictionary, the word modest means “orderly, i.e. decorous: of good behavior, modest.” (Reference: Strong’s Exhaustive Concordance of the Bible).   Much of the fad trend is not modest nor are they orderly.
From our study we observe that the words modest and orderly are closely connected. Webster defines orderly in part as: “1. Neat; tidy; well arranged. 2. Well-behaved; law-abiding.  Orderly implies freedom from disorder or confusion as by observing a proper arrangement, a set rule, etc.”

Our lives and deportment should be in accordance with the dictates of God’s desire for his obedient children. To be modest and orderly is an important part of our Christian responsibility.  All of us should “…walkest orderly, and keepest the law.” (Acts 21:24) “Let all things be done decently and in order.” (1 Corinthians 14:40)

“Modesty is the citadel of beauty.” (Demades, 380 BC – 319 BC)  “It well becomes a young man to be modest.” (Titus Plautus, 254 BC – 184 BC) “Life is too complicated not be orderly.” (Martha Stewart, quoted from Harper’s Bazaar)
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
