FALSE TEACHERS

I have before me a very old book.  The book has no covers, and the first 20 pages are missing.  Further, the last page is 316, and it, too, is incomplete.  The title of the book is “The Coming King”. I have tried to identify this book and have come to the conclusion that the author is J. E. White (1849-1928).  J. E. White is a son of one of the founders of the Seventh-Day Adventist Church.  According to Wikipedia, the free encyclopedia, the book was written in 1898, 1909 and 1933.  With these three dates, I will assume that the Seventh-Day Adventist Church revised the book and reprinted it.  I believe I am right on these observations.  What I want to do is reveal its teachings.  Present current events are mirrored exactly today as they were portrayed in this book. The writer of “The Coming King” goes through several chapters dealing with terrible events of his era.  I will list a few for your information: “Famines”, “Pestilences”, “Earthquakes”, “Volcanoes”, “Storms and Tidal Waves” “Wars and Rumors of Wars” and so on. The author gives information on the “Cyclone at St. Louis, Mo., May 27, 1896”, page 181. A “Tidal Wave in Japan, June 15, 1896”, page 187.  Let us note just one quote from pages 176-177, “T. De Witt Talmage, in a sermon on the “Wonders of the Day,” delivered in 1883, said:--“But look at the cyclones---the disastrous cyclones. At the mouth of the Ganges are three islands,---the Hattia, the Sundeep, and the Decan Shahbaspoor. In the midnight of October, 1876, the cry on all those three islands was,’The waters! The waters!’ A cyclone arose and rolled the sea over those three islands, and of a population of 340,000, 215,000 were drowned, only those being saved who had climbed to the tops of the highest trees.  Did you ever see a cyclone?  No? I pray God you may never see one.” Seems like the writer of our book could be speaking about current horrible events, could he not?

Notice the following caption of an article written by Rheta Grimsley Johnson, “Get ready: World ends May 21, according to radio preacher”. Her article in part reads, “Believers in Harold Camping will be looking skyward on the 21st, convinced that anyone smart enough to pull $120 million by taking Doomsday on the radio surely can pinpoint Rapture.” (Reference page 6A, Opinion & Editorials, The Daily Journal, Tupelo, Mississippi, dated May 14, 2011).  And so it is, false teachers have been around for a very long time.  The shame is that many heed them, “Beloved, believe not every spirit, but prove the spirits, whether they are of God; because many false prophets are gone out into the world.” (1 John 4:1 ASV)

Showing especially how history is accurately fulfilling the great prophecy of our Lord in Matthew twenty-four : famines, pestilences, cyclones; the conflict between capital and labour; the amassing of wealth ; the iniquity abounding in political, social and religious life; the great war preparations of all nations, &c., &c. These events all point to the great culminating event of this earth's history, the coming of the King, and the restoration of this earth as the final abode of those who are faithful in their allegiance to Him. 306 pages. Illustrated with over 180 engravings expressly designed for the work. Presentation edition, embossed in gold and coloured inks, bevelled edges, gilt top. Rs. 5.
