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I had not thought about Dr. Antony Flew an Englishman, born February 23, 1923, in many a year.  As I was doing some research work concerning creation vs. evolution, I found several articles, information on Dr. Flew.  As far as I know he is still alive.  He is much respected in the Atheistic Community.

I first was introduced to Dr. Flew in 1976.  He engaged Dr. Thomas Warren, a Christian, in a formal oral debate, September 20-23, 1976, in Denton, Texas.  The proposition was: “Does God Exist?”  This debate was well attended, recorded and later published in book form.  In a way I appreciated Dr. Flew because he seemed to be an honest debater.  As I looked at his biographic summary, books, articles, etc. I did not see any mention of his discussion with Dr. Thomas Warren, although I might have missed it.  I really do not blame him for overlooking this debate because Dr. Warren “cleaned his plow” with logic, evidence and debating skills.

We all understand that we live in a very complex yet an orderly world.  We further understand that chaos; the big bang could never bring about an order.  Dr. Flew recently said, “the apparent impossibility of providing a naturalistic theory of the origin from DNA of the first reproducing species… (In fact) the only reason which I have for beginning to think of believing in a First Cause god is the impossibility of providing a naturalistic account of the origin on the first reproducing organism.” (“Flew Considers God…Sort of” by Richard Carrier, October 10, 2004)  However, a few months later, 29 December 2004, Dr. Flew “retracted” some of what he said concerning “believing in a First Cause god”.  Dr. Flew is a “die hard” atheist and readily change his mind.  “A double-minded man is unstable in all his ways.” (James 1:8)

During the Flew-Warren debate, Dr. Warren asked Dr. Flew “Was there ever a human baby born without a human mother?”  Dr. Flew answered simply, “No”.
The first cause has always been a great atheistic problem.  H. S. Lipson writes in “Physics Bulletin, vol. 31, May 1980, page 138 the following, “If living matter is not, then, caused by the interplay of atoms, natural forces and radiation, how has it come into being?...I think, however, that we must admit that the only acceptable explanation is creation.  I know that this is anathema to physicists, as indeed it is to me, but we must not reject a theory that we do not like if the experimental evidence supports it.”  

Atheists will not recognize God yet the evidence stands for His existence!  The first cause, an orderly universe, is a creation of God Almighty.  Truly, “In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth.” (Genesis 1:1)

INFORMATIONAL NOTE:  If I remember correctly it was early 1976 when I received announcement of this upcoming discussion. When the time approached for the debate, I decided to write letters to the Major Television Networks to advertise the event.  In the letters sent, I basically stated, “If there is NO GOD, then we need to know this.  If there IS A GOD then it behooves us to obey him.”  I asked them to “cover the event”.  None of the Networks I contacted responded in a positive fashion.  I remember the CBS Evening News, with Walter Cronkite (News Anchor from 1962 to1981), “the most trusted man in America” responded by one of his assistance acknowledging my request, but stated “they did not think it newsworthy and would not cover it”.  “So it goes!” 
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
