The reference is to a destruction of those things in a community, when truth is no longer respected; when justice is no longer practiced; when fraud and violence have taken the place of honesty and honour; when error prevails; when a character for integrity and virtue affords no longer any security.  This is supposed to be the case in the circumstances referred to in the psalm, when there was no respect paid to truth and justice, and when righteous, therefore, could not find no security….”

I hope that most of us attempt to be positive concerning our times.  We must recognize that our very young folks see this present time as normal.  Concerning ethics and morality we who are older have seen great changes in the passing of time.
