I would like to acknowledge Carl L. Moore as a very early Christian mentor of mine.  On August 31st, 1965, at the Gloster Street church building my wife, and I were baptized into Jesus Christ.  Brother Carl was an old man even in 1965.  He was the owner of Carl Moore’s Piano Store on Main Street, a short distant from cross-town, Tupelo, Mississippi. The old Piano Store is no longer there, and it would be hard to find a person that remembers Carl Moore, other than a few older members of the Gloster Street congregation.

Carl took a personal interested in both Shirley and me.  I started to visit Carl and Mrs. Moore at their home.  Carl and Mrs. Moore were always happy to see me. I would ask him many questions concerning what the Bible taught on an assortment of subjects.  He was an excellent student of the Word of God.  For many years Carl was an elder and a Bible teacher at Gloster Street congregation. He had a keen mind and was most helpful to me.  He would talk about some of his old schoolmates and teachers at Freed-Hardeman College.  He knew many outstanding preachers to include both brothers Hardeman and Freed. Since brother Carl and the future Mrs. Moore graduated from F-H College some 100 years ago, we can imagine the many great gospel preachers they knew.

Brother Carl gave me many biblical publications such as Gospel Advocate magazines from the early 1940’s and 1950’s.  I now have an excellent personal library; however, Carl gave me the first book for my collection. It was December1965 when Carl gave me the book.  The book is entitled “The Church The Falling Away and The Restoration” by J. W. Shepherd.  I always wondered and would not be surprised if Carl knew J. W. Shepherd.
