INSENSITIVE

Webster defines insensitive in part as:  “not sensitive; incapable of being impressed or influenced; insensate.”  The word insensate means: “lacking sensation; not feeling; without sense or reason; foolish; stupid; without regard or feeling; cold; hardened.”

The Bible reminds us that we can become insensitive and insensate.  “This know also, that in the last days perilous times shall come: For men shall be lovers of their own selves, covetous, boasters, proud, blasphemers, disobedient to parents, unthankful, unholy, Without natural affection, truce-breakers, false accusers, incontinent, fierce, despisers of those that are good, Traitors, heady, high-minded. Lovers of pleasure more than lovers of God;” (2 Timothy 3:1-4).  Let us look at a two ways that men show insensitivity: 

INSENSITIVE TO MORAL/ETHICAL NORMS:  The in your face attitude toward same-sex marriage, homosexuality and a host other like conduct that for years were considered abnormal. Too many believe that there are no fixed standards of right and wrong.  This has led to Government approval of abortions and drifting toward ungodly practices that were condemned during the Nuremberg Trails after World War II. An example of this drift is the growing acceptance by some, toward an euthanasia program.  The German Reich practiced this type of program.  The euthanasia program started around July 1939 and ceased with the defeat of Nazi Germany in 1945.  Can we learn from past history?

INSENSITIVE TO OBEYING EVEN JUST LAWS OF THE LAND:  Because of the steady drifting away from fixed standards, a lawless attitude has become a right of passage.  Crimes against the most innocent!  A gross overall cruelty against the weak, young and old alike has become a National nightmare. Have we become desensitized to a lawless environment?

Our Nation and its people are suffering from “having their conscience seared with a hot iron;” (I Timothy 4:2). We are reaping the bitter fruit of “stinkin thinkin” by our society in general. We can regain our sensitivity and morality when we as a people repent and turn back to our National heritage, “In God We Trust”.  We pray this will be our goal.  God Help Us All!
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
