Cold-blooded premeditated murder is wrong.  Rape is wrong.  Breaking into one’s home, beating the owners and stealing their goods is wrong.  I believe all of us would agree that these sin sick crimes are wrong.  Your God given intuition tells you, this is wrong.  You help a family that has lost all in a house fire. This is right.  You send money to a charitable children’s hospital, and this is right and good.  You support your local congregation with your money each Lord’s Day. This is right.  Intuitively you know what is right and that which is wrong.

Webster defines intuition in part as:  the immediate knowing or learning of something without the conscious use of reasoning; instantaneous apprehension.  I would like to suggest that intuition many times drives people to perform courageous acts.  Example, soldiers in combat react to help a comrade intuitively because it’s the right thing to do.  “Heroic acts arise from the energetic predominance of some Operative Principle…” (Page 302, The Elements of Morality, by William Whewell).  
The Word of God must always be our standard and our guide.  “Thy word is a lamp unto my feet, and a light unto my path.” (Psalm 119:105 KJV)

By man’s free volition and by way of his self-imposed sin, this will warp and override his intuition. “Now the Spirit speaketh expressly, that in the latter times some shall depart from the faith, giving heed to seducing spirits, and doctrines of devils; Speaking lies in hypocrisy; having their conscience seared with a hot iron…” (1 Timothy 4:1-2 KJV)  It would seem that intuition is coupled to our conscience. (1) On September 10th 1935, the regime of Adolph Hitler of Nazi Germany approved what was called The Nuremberg Laws. (Reference: Anti-Jewish Legislation in Prewar Germany in the Holocaust Encyclopedia.)  Question:  Was the Nazi Germany Nuremberg Laws right or wrong?  
(2) “Roe v. Wade, 410 U.S. 113 (1973) is a controversial United States Supreme Court case that resulted in a landmark decision regarding abortion.”(Referenvce Wikipedia, the free encyclopia)  This contentious ruling became law effective January 22, 1973.  This ruling has led to mass infanticide. Question:  Is this law, the legalizing abortion on demand right or wrong? 

If you answered wrong to both illustrations, your conscience and intuition are in good working order.  If you answer wrong to the “final solution”, killing of the Jews and right on Roe v Wade, you have faulty reasoning.
