ISLAM DEBATE

An interesting formal oral discussion was conducted in Birmingham, Alabama in October 1974.  The debate was between Hiram Hutto, a Christian and Dr. El Dareer, a Muslim. With two hours of debating each night, the four-night debate was interesting with courtesy prevailing throughout the discussion.  The propositions debated were as follows:  

Jesus the Messiah is the only begotten Son of God, was crucified for the sins of the world, and the New Testament is God’s final revelation. (Hutto Affirmed)
