Wilt thou then not be afraid of the power? do that which is good, and thou shalt have praise of the same: For he is the minister of God to thee for good. But if thou do that which is evil, be afraid; for he beareth not the sword in vain: for he is the minister of God, a revenger to execute wrath upon him that doeth evil. Wherefore ye must needs be subject, not only for wrath, but also for conscience sake.” (Romans 13:1-5) (KJV) (Note: Underlined for emphasis) 


Did you notice the word revenger in verse four?  According to the Greek Dictionary of the New Testament, Strong’s Exhaustive Concordance of the Bible, revenger in part means, “carrying justice out, i.e. a punisher”. In newer versions of the Word of God, the Bible, such as the American Standard Version the word revenger is translated avenger.  According to Vine’s Expository Dictionary of New Testament Words, avenger in part means, “justice, i.e., that which proceeds from justice (a) means to vindicate a person’s right, (b) to avenge a thing.” We understand that evil rulers can occupy governments.  When that happens, corruption and vice with no proper justice will be the outcome.  
“The truth of the matter is God has never ordained any particular civil government in toto, as a corporate body, but the institution of civil government as defined in Romans 13:1-7. He ordains civil government, just as he ordains marriage, but not everything men and women do in the name or marriage. Men can and do use the marriage institution as a vehicle of adultery, just as wicked men can and do get control of a given government and use the institution as a means of oppression and murderous brutality. But this abuse of the function of the institution does not invalidate the institution. It only invalidates the unit which thus operates.” (Reference:  Page 93-94, GOVERNMENT AS DEFINED IN ROMANS 13, Chapter on The Sinner Only Theory, THE CHRISTIAN AND THE GOVERNMENT, by Foy E. Wallace, Jr.) Note: “In toto” is Latin for “in totality”, “in all” or “altogether” or “in a whole; as a whole”.  (Reference: The Free Dictionary by Farlex and Your Dictionary.com.)
