It did not take too long to build The Empire State Building.  On January 22, 1930, excavation of the site began.  Construction on the building started on March 17, 1930.  The Empire State Building was officially dedicated on May 1, 1931.  It took just 410 days to complete this great building.

It did not take too long to build The Pentagon.  On October 1941, President Roosevelt approved the plans to build the Pentagon and construction started at a fast pace.  By April 30, 1942 the first two sections of the building were completed.  The entire building was finished by January 15, 1945.

It did not take too long for our civilian factories to re-tool and produce weapons of war after Pearl Harbor, December 7th, 1941.  All consumer goods were stopped.  No civilian cars were produced between 1942-46.  Underwood Typewriter made submachine guns.  Chrysler produced Sherman tanks.  Ford cranked out B-24 bombers around the clock. Clarence Birdseye produced his now famous frozen food, all for the war effort.  Henry Kaiser’s shipyards cranked out cargo ships.  Once they completed a Liberty ship in just four days.  Between 1941 and 1945, 2,751 Liberties were built. Willys invented the jeep, and Ford built it. All factories that stayed open had re-tooled and produced something for the military and war effort.  All this and it seemed accomplished overnight!

These WW2 wartime missions were a much greater task than the problem we are facing today. Surely, American ingenuity can overcome the oil crisis!

With our common sense kicking in, sounds to me that someone is off track or deceiving us. How about you?  You mean that with our more modern technology, we cannot out perform folks of the “Greatest Generation”?  It has been reported that we have plenty of oil in the lower 48 states.  Alaska has pleaded to tap its great resources of oil.  All like efforts go unheeded by our leadership in Washington, D. C.  It seems we would rather buy oil from nations that hate our guts, then to use our own resources.  This makes no sense at all.  It will take World War Two mindset; maybe then we will get the job done.
