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During period 1987 until 1992 the Region 3 Chemical Dependency Program employed me, a facility ran by the State of Mississippi, as an Alcohol/Drug Counselor.

The job was most rewarding, and I met some very interesting people to say the least.  A few other Counselors I became very close to Larry and Richard. We became good friends, very interesting fair minded men.

Part of our job was to conduct a daily “devotional” designed to uplift and give positive guidance to our clients.  It was Larry’s turn to conduct the devotional.
