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Anyone that is in their right mind coupled with God given principles desires peace.  To live in peace is a goal all should desire. Even one such as the man named “Legion” with “unclean spirit” sought peace as he was “crying, and cutting himself with stones.”  Our Lord Jesus healed him and you then see him finally, “clothed, and in his right mind...” (See Mk 5:1-20)
We now live a hate filled world and peace seems far from the mindset of so many.   Sad isn’t it?  We can learn much from early Christians that lived in even harsher times, yet in their heart dwelled in a peaceful setting.  Notice the following quotation: “The condition and manners of the Christians in this age are most beautifully described by the unknown author of the “Epistle of Diognetus” in the early part of the second century. “The Christians,” he says, “are not distinguished from other men by country, by language, not by civil institutions.  For they neither dwell in cities by themselves, not use a peculiar tongue, nor lead a singular mode of life.  They dwell in the Grecian or barbarian cities, as the case may be; they follow the usage of the country in dress, food, and the other affairs of life.  Yet they present a wonderful and confessedly paradoxical conduct.  They dwell in their own native lands, but as strangers. They take part in all things, as citizens; and suffer all things, as foreigners. Every foreign country is a fatherland to them, and every native land is a foreign.  They marry, like all others; they have children; but they do not cast away their offspring.  They have the table in common, but not wives.  They are in the flesh, but do not live after the flesh. They live upon the earth, but are citizens of heaven.  They obey the existing laws, and excel the laws by their lives. They love all, and are persecuted by all.” (Extracted from “History of the Christian Church” by Philip Schaff, Volume II, pages 9-10)  
From above partial quotation from the “Epistle of Diognetus” we can see the peaceful nature of early Christians.  Christians are by “nature” peaceful people and they desire peaceful living for all mankind.  It is too bad that there are so many bent on evil.  They will pay for such sin, we can rest assured about that, because “every knee shall bow to me, and every tongue shall confess to God.” (Romans 14:11)  Our God is “a revenger to execute wrath upon him that doeth evil.” (Romans 13:4)
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
