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Madalyn Murray O’Hair was the most famous atheist in the USA and maybe the whole world.  Her case against organized public school prayer, “Murray vs. Curlett”, which led to the 1963 U.S. Supreme Court decision to ban such was a “landmark” victory for the atheistic society and their goals.  We remember that in 1964 she was named “the most hated woman in America” by Life magazine. She started a group called the “American Atheists”, 1963.

An interesting public discussion/debate was held February 16, 1970 between Madalyn O’Hair and Dr. Carl McIntire (1906-2002).  The subject to be discussed was, “Is Atheism The Religion of The Future?”  Dr. McIntire was a very conservative individual and a member of the Orthodox Presbyterian Church.  The discussion was very pointed and overall civil.  Mrs. O’Hair an atheist to the hilt, laughing, mocking, ridiculing the concept of God and the historical nature of Jesus Christ. I am sure that the ACLU was very proud of her arrogant performance.  Dr. McIntire answered her by the scriptures as evidence for God and Jesus Christ.  By the end of the debate the believer remained a believer and the atheist remained an atheist.

How very true the following quote, “Christianity does not profess to convince the perverse, and headstrong, to bring irresistible evidence to the daring and profane, to vanquish the proud scorner, and afford evidences from which the careless and perverse cannot possibly escape.  This might go to destroy man’s responsibility. All that Christianity professes, is to propose such evidences as may satisfy the meek, the tractable, the candid, the serious inquirer.” (From Bishop Wilson’s Evidences, page 38 as extracted from Testimony of the Evangelists, by Simon Greenleaf, page 2)

Finally, from same source, Simon Greenleaf wrote, page 2 “The foundation of our religion is a basis of fact---the fact of the birth, ministry, miracles, death, resurrection, and ascension of Jesus Christ. These are related by the Evangelists as having actually occurred, within their own personal knowledge.  Our religion, then rests on the credit due to these witnesses.”
