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We are being bombarded with mangled truths this political season, the Presidential elections.  Have no fear; truth will prevail, although it may take several years to untangle.

Sometimes it is impossible to correct an untruth.  Many of us are too entangled with lies, half-truths and misinformation.

The following are a few examples of how some can be overcome with false information that they accept as truth.   Before I retired, I worked five years as a counselor in a State controlled Alcohol-Drug Program.  A few of my black clients told me that our Government introduced “crack” and other drugs to “destroy black men and their communities”.  I was unable to change their mind.  I heard the other day via radio that up to seventy percent of black people felt; believe that their “votes” are not counted.  About 30 years ago a story was told on me that I was married three times.  In this tale, there is some truth and some error.  I was married three times, but to the same women.  You see my wife and I were stationed in Japan in the Army of Occupation.  She was in the WAC’s (Women Army Corps), and I was a soldier, US Army.  We were married by the Japanese Government, the American Embassy Counselor and by a religious service, married three times in two days, same women.  The story was designed to destroy my good name, pure and simple.  John 8:32 “…and ye shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free.”  I thank God that truth prevails!

Remember in the Old Testament when Joseph was sold into bondage and his Father, Jacob was told that his son Joseph was killed?  Later, Jacob was informed that Joseph was not dead but alive.  Genesis 45:26 “…Joseph is yet alive, and he is governor over the land of Egypt.  And Jacob’s heart fainted, for he believed them not.”  Jacob believed a lie and when told the truth was unable at that time to accept it.  Very sad is it not, to believe a lie and reject the truth.

Truth will set us free.  It is very bad when those who hate or have an unfair attitude will seek to mislead.  Their aim is to instill distrust with misinformation.  Beware of some truth and some errors designed to mislead us.  
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
