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Back in 1934, World War One veterans, erected a cross and plaque on the Sunrise Rock in the bleak Mojave Desert.  The cross was erected in this very desolate location to honor and remember fallen troops that fought in the Great War, WW1.  Mind you friends, this was 1934 and I would suppose at that time most of these veterans were still young, maybe in their thirties or forties. The years passed and the Mojave Desert Cross stood alone on the barren Sunrise Rock, a memorial to our veterans that fought and died in WW1.  Until a new generation awoke, forgetting or not caring about these WW1 veterans. 

Yes, with the passing of years a new and strange generation arose. These heartless and uncaring citizens demanded that this cross be removed. These folks filed lawsuits to remove the cross. The U.S. District Court for the Central District of California ruled that the cross is unconstitutional and ordered its removal. The time period and activity of this district court was 2004-2007 as it concerns the Mojave cross lawsuit.

Let us also remember that in 2002 “Congress designates the cross and surrounding property as a national memorial for World War 1 veterans.” (Page 30, The American Legion Magazine, September 2009) 

“The Supreme Court agrees to hear the case Oct. 7 (2009 DRF). The cross remains hidden from the public view, encased inside a plywood box.” (Reference page 31, The American Legion Magazine, September 2009) Now isn’t that something?

Why in the world is there a need for this drive to make our nation a secular, ungodly, atheistic land?  If the radical ACLU and like folks get their way, the America we have known throughout our history will vanish. A PERSONAL OBSERVATION:  The Mojave Desert Cross also represents my father.  He was a combat veteran of WW1.  Wounded twice in France, he was eighteen years old.  I observed these wounds, one in the foot and a bullet in his neck.  How he survived the neck wound is a wonder. He also survived mustard gas attacks. After the war he became a pretty good amateur street rolling skate racer. My mother called him a bum, after he beat her brother, my Uncle Roland Boucher.  He met with her and was nice to her, saying, “Now I’m not such a bum, am I?” Guess they hit it off OK; they married and had me, the first of four more children. My father was also a WW2 veteran, volunteering for the Army Air Corp in early 1943. I have speculated if he viewed the Mojave Desert Cross, since he was stationed at an Army Air Base in the Mojave Desert, an Army Airfield, one of many that dotted the USA landscape during the war.  He served until late 1944.   My Dad died in 1969.
