Ayn Rand (1905-1982), a novelist and a contemporary philosopher told an interviewer one time, “My views on charity are very simple. That should tell us volumes about her atheistic, self-centered, I could care less about anyone or anything but me attitude.

Notice what atheists have affirmed over the years when they engaged Christians in a debate, “Atheism provides the best system of ethics to promote human morality” (Per written discussion between Carroll, Atheist and Jackson, Christian, Thrust, Vol.II, Issue III) The “best system of ethics”, please, give me a break.

We remember a Bible lesson entitled “Are You Ready for Your Journey to Eternity” by Mid McKnight.  In this lesson Mid asked this very important revealing question, “Can you name one beneficent institution produced and run by atheists?” Further, we could ask, name the ways, any ways that atheism has benefited the human race?  I am drawing a blank, how about you?  I cannot think of one benefit atheism has offered to mankind, no hospital, no benevolent organization, absolutely nothing.

I can think of institutions that Atheists have started but failed.  The skeptic Robert Owen (1771-1858) in his quest for a new social system here in Early American founded New Harmony, Indiana in 1825, “the land of promise”, “the abolition of the marriage contract, and the appointment of nurses to take charge of the infants...” (Robert Owen and His Social System, page 74, J.J. Not to fear, the masses rejected that system of non-ethical/moral behaviors.

“Ye shall know them by their fruits.” (Matthew 7:16)  Atheistic philosophy bears bitter, worthless fruit. It must be rejected.
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
