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A trite cliché we often hear is, “You cannot legislate morality”.  I beg to differ.  The problem as I see it is the misunderstanding of what morality means.  Lets check with Webster, the definition of morality is in part, “rightness or wrongness, as of an action, the character of being in accord with principles or standards of right conduct, principles of right and wrong in conduct; ethics.”  It may surprise some, but we do have fixed standards of conduct in our Nation, society.

We must legislate morality!  It has always been wrong to commit robbery, break into a house to steal the owner’s goods, valuables. It has always been wrong to swindle, run scams and slander.  It has always been wrong to abuse, brutalize, hurt, and rape.  It has always been wrong to commit murder. To do such as above is to do that which is immoral, a breaking of a moral code.  I think you get the idea.

The great problem is that many do not have any idea of what moral standards are.  Too many are lawless, without any moral code to guide their actions.  Unprincipled people home in on their own misconceptions of my freedoms.  Mark this down; one never has the right or freedom to do that, which is wrong.   Civil government has the right and duty to legislate morality thus curbing wrong behavior and punishing those who commit crimes against society in general. (See Romans 13:1-7)  

Too bad some who should know better continue to utter the cliché “You can not legislate morality.”  I cringe at the thought that morality would not be legislated.
