My radio was on and during a periodic news update it was announced that two very young children died due to hyperthermia, an over exposure of heat.  These two young folks were forgotten in a Daycare Van and to make it worst these were two separate incidents. In trying to verify the news item when I got home I went to Goggle Search Engine.  I typed in Daycare Van hyperthermia and brought up several like instances.  According to the Department of Geosciences, San Francisco State University, Summary Sheet, By Jan Null, CCM, Updated as of June 9, 2005, there has been 230 deaths due to hyperthermia, period covered: 1998-2004. How tragic and what gross negligence of basic care to these young children.  Throughout summer months this type of negligence is played out over and over again.

Why the steady stream of negligence?  Why the lack of accepting responsibly of duties, tasks that are before us?  Could it be a laid-back, self-centered attitude of so many in our society? Strange is it not, that people will not forget to carry their cell telephone but will forget to take care of their children.  Sad indeed!

In the very early days of Christianity some widows were “neglected in the daily ministration.” (Acts 6:1)  The basic needs of the Grecian widows were overlooked.  A neglect of responsibility should never be our lot.  It is good to keep responsibilities up front.  The Apostle Peter understood the importance of basic needs, responsibilities, he reminded Christians “to make your calling and election sure:” Peter continued, “if ye do these things, ye shall never fall:” (1 Peter 1:10) “Wherefore I will not be negligent to put you always in remembrance of these things, though ye know them, and be established in the present truth.” (1 Peter 1:12)  Peter understood his duties; therefore he was not negligent in the carrying out of these responsibilities.
