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Several years ago I received a telephone call from an ole Army Buddy.  His name is Paul Nelson and it was over thirty years since I heard from him.  The call was about finding me as a former member of the 90th Transportation Company.  This unit was an H-37 Helicopter Company.  We were stationed at Fort Knox, Kentucky and because of the “Berlin Crisis of the Cold War” we deployed to Illesheim, Germany as a “show of force”, the year was 1961.  I was able to attend a few reunions of this excellent unit in the Fort Rucker, Alabama area after I was “found”.
I must admit that I became very emotional at Paul’s call saying they “remembered me and have been trying to locate me”. Is it not good to be remembered?  A problem we all face, well many of us, is that people forget you when you or they move, re-locate, change jobs, etc.  The expression “Out of sight, out of mind” is I believe very familiar with most of us and describes the situation clearly. Why is that so? 
Reference Genesis 40, Joseph was placed in prison wrongfully.  Joseph interprets the dreams of Pharaoh’s chief butler and chief baker who were also in jail.  Pharaoh releases these two former servants.  “And it came to pass the third day, which was Pharaoh’s birthday, that he made a feast unto all his servants: and he lifted up the head of the chief butler and the chief baker among his servants. And he restored the chief butler unto his butlership again; and he gave the cup into Pharaoh’s hand: but he hanged the chief baker: as Joseph had interpreted to them. Yet did not the chief butler remember Joseph, but forgat him. (Genesis 40:20-23)  Notice that the butler forgets Joseph; he was “out of sight, out of mind”.  Finally, with Pharaoh dreaming dreams the butler remembers Joseph. Joseph interprets Pharaoh dreams correctly and in the Provenience of God becomes a ruler over Egypt. (See Genesis 41:37-45)
With the above event out of the adventures life of Joseph we see that human frailties and negative character defects have always been with man.  May our God never be “out of sight, out of mind”!  “I will remember the works of the Lord: surely I will remember thy wonders of old.” (Psalms 77:11)  Out of sight, NEVER:  “Let the words of my mouth, and the meditation of my heart be acceptable in thy sight, O Lord, my strength, and my redeemer.” (Psalms 19:14)  Out of mind, NEVER:  “…Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind.” (Matthew 22:37)
