Currently along with many years to come, we, all of us, Nations of the entire world will face the destructive nature of radical Islamic terrorism. Responses from our Governments will not always be perfect.  Mistakes will be made and precious innocent lives will be lost because of sin.

In a sense, perfection can only be obtained when we practice that which God Almighty has demanded from those who follow in obedience to His Will.  "Put on therefore, as the elect of God, holy and beloved, bowels of mercies, kindness, humbleness of mind, meekness, long-suffering; Forbearing one another, and forgiving one another, if any man have a quarrel against any: even as Christ forgave you, so also do ye.
