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I apologize for such a coarse word, such as raunchy.  Have you noticed the advertisement for the upcoming holiday season movies to be released?  As I viewed these so-called comedies via television, the word raunchy popped into my mind.  In defining the word raunchy, the following is its definition in part:  “vulgar or smutty; crude; earthy; obscene: a raunchy joke; dirty; slovenly; grubby; moral looseness; lewd; an indecent gesture" (From On Line Dictionaries).
Such types of movies and television sitcoms are now the norm and moral looseness fits the obscene nature and the many indecent gestures of this type of raunchy entertainment.  We remember slapstick comedies of years past, such as Laurel and Hardy and Charlie Chaplin, etc.  These types of clowning movies were never raunchy.  There is a great need for decent cinema and television sitcoms. With so many rotten movies and television shows that are produced today, many folks have lost sight of what is clean and decent entertainment. Where are the likes of Cecil B. DeMille (1881-1959) when we need him so?

It is no wonder that we have so much civil unruliness and depraved behaviors in our communities.  A true maxim is: garbage in and garbage out. All humans are the by-products of their upbringing and what we assimilate during our life, from a youngster unto full-grown adults.  Truly, too many of us have lost our decent deportment as pertains to that which is a right and proper guide.

2 Chronicles 7:14-22

14If my people, which are called by my name, shall humble themselves, and pray, and seek my face, and turn from their wicked ways; then will I hear from heaven, and will forgive their sin, and will heal their land. 15Now mine eyes shall be open, and mine ears attent unto the prayer that is made in this place. 16For now have I chosen and sanctified this house, that my name may be there for ever: and mine eyes and mine heart shall be there perpetually.  17And as for thee, if thou wilt walk before me, as David thy father walked, and do according to all that I have commanded thee, and shalt observe my statutes and my judgments; 18Then will I stablish the throne of thy kingdom, according as I have covenanted with David thy father, saying, There shall not fail thee a man to be ruler in Israel.  19But if ye turn away, and forsake my statutes and my commandments, which I have set before you, and shall go and serve other gods, and worship them; 20Then will I pluck them up by the roots out of my land which I have given them; and this house, which I have sanctified for my name, will I cast out of my sight, and will make it to be a proverb and a byword among all nations.  21And this house, which is high, shall be an astonishment to every one that passeth by it; so that he shall say, Why hath the LORD done thus unto this land, and unto this house?  22And it shall be answered, Because they forsook the LORD God of their fathers, which brought them forth out of the land of Egypt, and laid hold on other gods, and worshipped them, and served them: therefore hath he brought all this evil upon them” (KJV).

CLOSING REMARKS:  It would seem clear to anyone who observes history and where we as a people are at present that a change is needed!  The type of change needed will not come from governments, but from within, unto a higher ethical/moral standards for our nation and ourselves.
