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Ken Bigley a citizen of Great Britain joins the growing list of people beheaded by vile wicked men. The ungodly aim of this latest beheading, murder is to bring terrorism to our door.  Mr. Bigley was like the others, an innocent man serving in a peaceful manner to help rebuild Iraq.  Under what set of moral rules was this latest atrocity committed?  To the radical militant Islamic, we are infidels, western culture orientated, therefore worthy of death.  Their false god and their twisted religion approved this murder.
