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Webster defines reasonable in part as: “able to reason; amenable to reason; just; not extreme; sensible; sane.  Further, reason is defined in part as: “sound thought or judgment; good sense”.  With this definition before us, we ask, have we ever seen a time of such a gross unreasonableness?  The world community is in dire need of reasonable leaders.  There is a great need for Nations, leaders to show a desire to be amenable, responsive to that, which is right and just. A hidden self-seeking agenda hides truth and reasonableness.

“Whatever is reasonable is true, and whatever is true is reasonable. (Georg W. Hegel, 1770-1831)

We have heard that the USA is evil by some National leaders, leaders that have shown a totally unsound, unreasonable nature.  If the USA is so wicked why didn’t we gobble up vast amounts of land after WW2?  If we are so evil why did we usher in the “Marshall Plan”, rebuilding Europe and putting Japan back on her feet?
