After a few more scam telephone calls, two today, 23 January 2012, I decided to e-mail out the follow essay.  The last telephone call was threatening in nature.  The guy said he was an FBI agent calling from London, Great Britain and I was under investigated.  Although, I live in Mississippi, he said, they had my address and gave my State as Massachusetts.  He was vulgar in speech and said, “They were out to get me.”  I reported this to my local Police Force in Saltillo, Mississippi.  I suggest that you report such calls to local authorities.  Obtain caller's telephone numbers if possible.

SCAMS

For the last two weeks, we have been getting telephone calls saying they are trying to reach me.  My wife, hung up on them.  Today, 20 January 2012, she gave me the telephone to deal with the caller.  A woman with a foreign accent made it known that they have been trying to reach me because I have won a large sum of money.  After, a minute or so answering some questions about my identification, she passed the call to her supervisor. A man now entered the conversation and clarified that I, by the “grace of God," have won five million-plus dollars. From the beginning of the communications, I recognized that this was a scam.  I let him talk on in order to make him think he had me hooked. The conversation boiled down to a few requirements on my part.  All I had to do was send two hundred dollars for a register/administrative fee in order to obtain the price money.  I ended the telephone call telling him it was shameful what they were doing.

After the call, I telephoned our State of Mississippi Attorney General Office via a 1-800 number.  I reported the scam and had a very nice conversation with a gentleman in the Attorney General Office.  Since I had a telephone number from one of the scam's callers, he identified its location as Trinidad.  He thanked me for reporting the scam, and we discussed such scams and how common they were.  He indicated how older folks have lost their life savings in the scheming process trying to obtain the bogus price.  How very sad, that some would pursue a charade.

A scam is defined as “a confidence game or other fraudulent scheme, especially for making a quick profit; swindle.”  As I pondered these devious and fraudulent scam workings, I realized that there is only one true and failsafe way and Jesus is that way.  “Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, and the truth, and the life: no one cometh unto the Father, but by me" (John 14:6 ASV).
