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Some folks to include the American Civil Liberties Union (ACLU) are upset with our Government because of the increase of security measures within our Nation since “911”.  As for me, I appreciate all aspects National Security.  It is the responsibility of Government to protect us. (See Romans 13:4)  Why would anyone object to being secure via our Government?
Webster defines security in part as:  “the state or feeling of being free from fear, danger, etc.” Is it necessary to remind ourselves that we were attacked on September 11th, 2001? Is not Security a good thing, to have a feeling of being free from fear and danger?  I want our Nation to be security conscious. 
The Apostle Paul and Silas “came to Thessalonica” (Acts 17:1). The city was in an uproar because Paul “reasoned with them out of the scriptures; Opening and alleging that Christ must needs have suffered, and risen again from the dead; and that this Jesus, whom I preach unto you, is Christ.” (Acts 17:2-3). “But the Jews which believed not, moved with envy, took unto them certain lewd fellows of the baser sort,” (Acts 17:5) In their anger they manufactured a great commotion.  With this uproar we are introduced to Jason for the first time. The unruly crowd “assaulted the house of Jason,” (Acts 17:5) We find however, that Government Officials performed their duty and “had taken security of Jason...” (Acts 17:9)  As J. W. McGarvey states in his New Commentary on Acts of Apostles, “the only accusation against Jason was that he had entertained the preachers, he was released after giving bond to keep the peace.” (Page 113)  How can National Security be bad when peace, safety comes from such conduct by our Government?
When Zophar wrongly accused pious Job of sin, he does however, state elements of truth, “And thou shalt be secure, because there is hope; yea, thou shalt dig about thee, and thou shalt take thy rest in safety.” (Job 11:18)  To be secure, there is hope, safety and a restful state, free from fears.

Seek rest, hope and security in the knowledge of the goodness of our God and the precious promises we have In Christ our Lord. (See 2 Peter 1:4)
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
