This is too bad, yet true in many cases.  Of course such-like people hardly ever advance, are targeted as lazy, and can not be counted on.  We must always remind ourselves that our works must be in accordance with our Lords will (Matthew 7:21): “Not every one that saith unto me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into the kingdom of heaven; but he that doeth the will of my Father which is in heaven.” (Study Matthew 7:22-23)
