TAMPER PROOF

Not too many years ago we could buy milk in a bottle with only a cardboard lid to cover the container. All sorts of medicines and food stuffs were sold without tamper-proofing devices. INFORMATIONAL NOTE:  “The Tylenol crisis occurred in the autumn of 1982, when seven people in the Chicago area in the United States died after ingesting Extra Strength Tylenol medicine capsules which had been laced with potassium cyanide poison. This incident was the first known case of death caused by deliberate product tampering. The perpetrator has never been caught, but the incident led to reforms in the packaging of over-the-counter substances and to federal anti-tampering laws. At the request of later Chairman Joseph Chiesa, new product consultant Calle & Company rescued the brand with the invention of Tylenol Gelcaps, the first inherently tamper-proof [enrobed] capsule, recapturing the 92% of capsule segment sales lost to product tampering.”  (Reference:  Article by wikipedia.org/)
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
