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It is my view that Governments greatest responsibility is to protect its citizenship. This protection is from chaos makers, criminals, evil forces from within or from aggression without.  Anyone or anything that seeks to destroy “life, liberty and the pursuit of happiness” (US Declaration of Independence), becomes, if you please, the enemy of our Government.
This concept of protecting citizens against harm is supported by Biblical principles.  Concerning civil government the New Testament is very clear on this subject of Governments Responsibilities.  Note please, “For rulers are not a terror to good works, but to the evil.  Wilt thou then not be afraid of the power? Do that which is good, and thou shalt have praise of the same: For he is the minister of God to thee for good. But is thou do that which is evil, be afraid; for he beareth not the sword in vain: for he is a minister of God, a revenger to execute wrath upon him that doeth evil.” (Romans 13:3-4) “Render therefore to all their dues: tribute to whom tribute is due; custom to whom custom; fear to whom fear; honour to whom honour.” (Romans 13:7)
It is sad, but sometimes people find themselves in Governments that are or have become evil.  An example of such would be Nazi Germany during the Hitler regime. The extermination of Jews and others, crimes against humanity during this era was wrong in the sight of man and God.  What to do as a citizen when things go terrible wrong with Government?  Another principle is clearly taught in The New Testament, “We ought to obey God rather than men.” (Acts 5:29)  When God’s principles clash with men’s dictates we must obey God.
With the filth peddlers, immoral ungodly behaviors, abortions on demand, etc. in our society, we ask: are these enhancing “Life, Liberty and the pursuit of happiness” in our Nation?  We understand about outside forces seeking to destroy us, but how about those who cause havoc, evil doers from within?  Is it not Governments duty to protect citizens against such?  Something to think about!
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
