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The Vice Presidential debate was held October 5th, 2004.  The question came up as to why there is so much division in the USA today. With slight shades of difference, you have the same religion, manners, habits, and political principles.  You have in a common cause fought and triumphed together.  The independence and liberty you possess are the work of joint councils, and joint efforts, of common dangers, sufferings and successes.”

A look back at our traditions, principles and resolve should rekindle our desire for unity.  This unity is based on sound moral traditions.  Moral norms have been changed to fit the liberal agenda such as same sex marriage, abortion and a host of other extremism that have creped into our society.

A return to our founding fathers intents for our Nation is greatly needed.  Only then will we have true National Unity.
