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In our local newspaper the Northeast Mississippi Daily Journal dated October 6, 2007, a brief article was written, entitled “Scientists: It Appears Appendix Isn’t Useless”. The subtitle states “For generations the organ was dismissed as superfluous”, and the article was written by Seth Borenstein of the Associated Press.  I do not think the subject matter appeared on the major television news networks, although I may have missed the program.  

It is now thought by the scientific community that… “the appendix acts as a good safe house for bacteria…cultivating the good germs.”  Yes, Heavenly Father, “I will praise thee; for I am fearfully and wonderfully made: marvelous are thy works; and that my soul knoweth right well.” (Psalm 139:14)
Over the years, the atheistic community has used the “vestigial (useless) organs” argument to try to prove that evolution is correct and creation is wrong.  An interesting debate was held in Shawnee, Oklahoma, August 15-16, 1929 between W. L. Oliphant, Minister, Oak Cliff Church of Christ, Dallas, Texas and Charles Smith, President of the American Association for the Advancement of Atheism, New York.
Mr. Smith sought to give proof of evolution by stating “There are more than one hundred organs used by lower animals that are useless in man; including the appendix, the tonsils…” Mr. Oliphant in his reply said, “Before this argument is of any value, he must prove two things: First, he must prove that some of the organs in man’s body are useless; and, Second, that the existence of such organs cannot be explained on any other hypothesis.” Mr. Oliphant said, at this point “Sir Arthur Keith, one of England’s foremost scientists, and an evolutionist, says that “our list of ‘useless’ structures decreases as our stock of knowledge increases.”   (NOTE: Quotes from the Oliphant-Smith Debate can be found on pages l04 and 127, 128, Copyright 1929 by F. So there it is, in the passing of time, the Word of God is upheld, proved to be correct.  “So God created man in his own image, in the image of God created he him; male and female created he them.” (Genesis 1:27) We are blessed humans and we are“…fearfully and wonderfully made...”
